
Nevada Geothermal Power Inc. (NGP) has 100% leasehold in the Pumpernickel 
geothermal property located in north-central Nevada, 20 mi (30 km) east of 
Winnemucca. The site covers 10.34 square miles (26.79 square km) of land and 
has the ability to interconnect at three points of the local transmission grid.

Through gravity and seismic surveys, initial thermal gradient drilling, and third 
party testing, the Pumpernickel project has been indicated as a commercial 
reservoir with an estimated potential resource of 20 MW to 30 MW. 

Future exploration plans include a full size production test well, transmission 
studies and feasibility studies. Upon successful completion of these tests, NGP will 
work towards securing a power purchase agreement.
