What are the benefi ts of geothermal power?

Geothermal power is energy generated by heat stored in the earth. Geothermal companies drill wells 
down (typically, 4,000 - 8,000 feet  or 1,200 - 2,400 metres)  into the earth to utilize this energy to 
generate power without polluting the environment. 

The three types of geothermal power plants are: dry steam, fl ash steam and binary cycle. NGP’s Blue 
Mountain project will be a binary bycle power plant. The diagram above shows how this plant will work.
